Group Presentations:

The components of your presentation, as we discussed in class on Friday, include:
· Background/context, definition of terms
· Establishment of the argument, an explanation of the different sides
· The facts: what is the information readers need to make an informed decision about where they stand?
· Identification of the differences in opinion: where and why do people disagree?
· Why the issue matters
You can divide the components up as you like, but each member of the group will be given points based on his or her contribution: make sure you have an equal part. Feel free to use visual aids if you like; you’re welcome to the projector if you want to use it.

Some things to keep in mind:

1. Speak clearly. We want to understand what you’re saying.
2. You needn’t have written out everything you want to say—often, the audience is more engaged if you speak rather than read—but you should have a plan for what points you plan to cover in what order.
3. Create a handout for your group, and make copies for the class. This doesn’t have to be fancy, just a listening guide for us to follow. On the handout, make a list of at least 3 questions you’d like the class to answer.
4. Each person will earn a maximum of 40 points for the presentation. The breakdown is: 10 points for having a well-put-together handout; 20 points for your spoken contribution; 10 points for participating in the discussion on the day your group is not presenting.
