As a part of this process, we have 
already been holding regular meetings in our home that are drawing an average of 20 
people each week. We are working with 5-12 year old children at our “sending church”, 
Vineyard Nashville in addition to serving as leaders for the youth group. Furthermore, I 
am serving on the church’s Operations Team, and as Band Pastor for Christian Recording 
Artists “Kainos”, but there is so much more to do! 

Add to the mix that my source of employment ended on Friday, September the 9th. While 
this denotes the end of something, I wonder what it may mark the beginning of! As a 
result of these events and a conversation with Pastor Jerry Bryant, I have been 
presented with the opportunity to work an internship with The Vineyard Nashville, which 
will allow me to earn experience as Patti and I invest ourselves in this church plant. 

We are very excited about this opportunity, although we are also personally challenged 
as to how we should care for a family of six while working as an intern. So long as I can 
work a minimum of 20 hours per week, the church would be able to provide us with 
insurance benefits. But, we will need to raise financial support to afford us the ability to 
step out and seize this opportunity!
